Dress Code Expectations: 
All BYU Department of Dance students and faculty are expected to wear dance class attire that is:

· Conservative (in coverage)
· No 
· shorts above mid-thigh
· spaghetti-straps
· exposed midriffs
· low-cut or loose necklines
· backs lower than an open-“jazz”-hand width above the waist

· Where support is needed, support is expected 
· For women sports bras that show minimally are permissible if the bra has significant coverage. [No thin strapped bra lines should show]

· Functional (for safety and feedback)
· Form-fitting 
· Body part coverage for protection as needed (i.e. knees, shoulders, etc.)
· Layers for warmth in class as needed
· Well-fitting, clean-soled dance footwear in classes that require shoes
· Hair pulled-back, no distractive, unsafe jewelry etc.
· Professional (representing department, college and university missions with excellence and class)
· Genre/style appropriate 
· Clean & mended
· Cover-ups to be worn outside studios
· Footwear complies with studio standards
· Attire helps the dancer feel, look, and move like a professional 

· Additional Professional Expectation 
· Designated changing areas used consistently

Approved BYU Ballet Dancewear Vendor
· Dancewear for ballet technique courses must be purchased through an approved vendor. Shoes and women’s tights must also be provided but may be purchased elsewhere.
